One of Mexico's leading pianists, Patricia Romero won the first prize in the Yamaha International Piano Competition in 1971 in Mexico City and afterwards she was awarded a scholarship to continue her studies in London at Trinity College. At College she won several awards including the Maud Seton Prize for outstanding performance in her final Recital.  In 1976 she made her London debut at the Wigmore Hall.  After this she took part in several international competitions and won the Clara Haskill prize for Schumann interpretation in Switzerland.

In 1993 she performed the complete Chopin Etudes Op. 10 for the Chopin Society, and a year later performed the entire solo piano repertoire of Ravel in two recitals at the Purcell Room.

Patricia has performed in many of London's main concert halls, and has toured widely in Europe, South America, Mexico, Australia and New Zealand.

In addition to her solo concerts, she has given lecture recitals and many chamber music concerts with a wide variety of soloists including Rasma Lielmane, Nagi el Habashy, David Jimenez, and notably the flautist Odinn Baldvinsson, with whom she formed the duo ”Cantilena”. They performed widely together, and made two highly acclaimed C.D.'s released by Divine Art.
 In 2023 she performed all the Brahms violin and piano works with David Hanesworth at St.Mary-le-Strand in London.

In 2023 and 2024 Patricia was invited to give Master Classes for  the Cambridge Chamber Academy at St John's College School, Cambridge.
Since 2010, Patricia has been the piano organiser of the Coulsdon and Purley Festival.
