Performance Rules 
1) No changes to the repertoire are permitted within four weeks of the date of the competition round.
2) Performance time limits must be observed. Time starts on the first note and includes the time in between pieces. Pianists are not required to announce their pieces; any spoken introductions must be included in the overall performance time. 
3) The adjudicator has the right to stop any performance that goes over the time limit. The performer will be adjudicated on the performance heard. 
4) The adjudicator(s)’s decision is final.
